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Clear and Explicit Instruction

Recognize and state the purpose of the activity

<

Scaffold instruction using hand signals and/or
manipulatives

Stick to the task

Give verbal response signal

Elicit whole-group responses

Provide sufficient repetition

Complete all of the practice provided

Correcting Errors and Teaching to Mastery
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Instructional Intensity

The number of consecutive, per student, required
responses and corrections in a short period of
instruction on appropriate, previously un-mastered
tasks.

The more per student correct interactions per
minute determines the level of intensity of the
instruction.

Instructional intensity leads to permanent storage
and automaticity in all reading skills. 1t is necessary
to produce excellent readers

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Reading Decodable Text

Student engagement with the text is criticall

Students must be prompted to track the text by pointing
under (not over or on) the text with their finger to ensure
they are actually looking at the words.

Teacher MUST monitor student response to make sure
students are not just parroting students next to them.
Students need to have sufficient practice with word

reading (blending) tasks prior to reading the decodable

text to ensure they are successful.

Students who struggle with reading decodable text need

to have opportunities in small groups to read and be
monitored more closely by the teacher. This will increase
success with the time spent reading during whole-group
instruction. 16
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Sample Decodable Text

Tim hid the mitt in the shed.

Jan saw the mitt in the shed.

Dad said, “l do not see the mitt!”

Tim said, “The mitt is in the shed, Dad.”
Jan ran to get the mitt for Dad.

The mitt was not in the shed.

Jan ran to Dad and said, "l do not see the
mitt, Dad!”
